God's primary identity in Holy Scripture is Creator. | think that came ag#ony of a surprise
to early people. Their religious impulse was likely based onréther than mere curiosity, and
what they were seeking when they sought to communicate with theeDivas power. No
doubt they hoped to be able to enter into some kind of arrangemehtthaitivine source of
power whereby they could get protection and sponsorship in retunfférings and obedi-
ence.

That way people could both safeguard their own existence and #dswl eélkeir influence over
other people. That was Abraham’s approximate motive for leavingnHamd going on a jour-
ney in search of God. Over the years, Abraham and his children teegatice a pattern in
God'’s behavior. They noticed that God was not interested in makings thagy for them or
avoiding difficulties. God liked them to be embroiled in life and God wappy to let them
make choices and have to deal with the consequences of their choices.

People finally noticed that their choices, over time, were nahatl good. They noticed that
their lives wouldn't stay simple. They could not prevent their lifresn becoming chaotic.

Jacob, for example wheeled and dealed himself into chaos, manipulatioigtiier, his wives,

his father and his father in law until God wrestled him to tteaigd and pinned him. It was
Esau’s faithfulness to God, not Jacob’s, that would create aamilyfIsrael’s chaos in Egypt
was another example of God wrestling the chaos and birthing a nation.

Each of the gospels closes with a great creation storyPaksion. Holy Week begins with the
perfect chaos of Palm Sunday, and then shows God watching thegcbaasrough the Week
until it seems overwhelming and only then does God intervene to demahuttithef a whole
new Creation.

Holy Week shines a relentless light on our confusion, our weakness afaitiolessness. The

relentless glare of the spotlight shows all our failings, balst shows that our chaos is a per-
fect match for God’s nature as Creator. We are the matrix in which God can work.
A Blessed Holy week.
